Jamal MUHAMMED, aged 32 on detention
in Urumqui Prison

Tohti ISLAM, aged 18 on detention, in Wusu Prison

Turgun ABDUYIM, born 1964, detained in Nashim Bulak labour camp

Sulayman EYSA, in Wusu Prison

Turgunjan MUHAMMED, born 1973, detained in Wusu Prison

Kurban JUMA, born 1974, detained in Wusu Prison

Rahmanjan AHMED, detained in Wusu Prison

Harizham MEMET, detained in Wusu Prison

Mehmut ROZI, born 1964, detained in Wusu Prison

Muhammmed Emin OMER, born 1960

Amnesty International, an international human rights organisation, is concerned that these men are political prisoners who received heavy prison sentences after what are believed to be unfair trials.

I would ask that the above prisoners’ cases be reviewed, and that full details of the charges and evidence brought against them, together with details of the trial proceedings followed in their cases be made publicly available.  I support Amnesty International’s call for a new, fair and open trial in accordance with international standards for all the men; failing which they should be released.  Amnesty would also welcome confirmation of their places of detention and requests that they are not subject to ill-treatment; both requests which I also back.
